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‘GOOD MAN’ TO GIVE RECORD-SETTING 40TH GALLON OF BLOOD 
Elyria – Days after turning 80, Art Goodman of Lorain will give his 40th gallon of blood to LifeShare Community Blood Services.  A 40 gallon aquarium filled with “blood” will be the centerpiece of the day’s event.  
“We are using the receptacle to help people visualize what a massive amount 40 gallons of blood really is,” said Lisa Mayles, LifeShare spokesperson.
A 27-year board member of The Nord Center, Lorain County’s mental health services provider, Goodman is making his record-setting donation at a blood drive noon, Wednesday February 8 at The Nord Center’s facility on 6140 S. Broadway in Lorain.
“Art’s first blood donation was on the battlefield in France in 1944.  It was a body-to-body direct transfusion to a fellow injured soldier.  He’s been giving blood with LifeShare ever since and is the first donor in our charity’s history to ever achieve this level of giving.  Each donation to LifeShare is carefully separated into four components so as many as four local lives can be saved with a single person’s gift.  That Art is giving his 320th donation means he may have saved or sustained as many as 1,280 lives,” Mayles said.
“We can’t thank Art enough; there aren’t words to express our humility and gratitude in the face of his extreme goodness and compassion,” Mayles added.

LifeShare distinguishes itself as a community-focused charity; blood collected remains in the community where it was donated.  LifeShare is the only source of blood and components to every hospital and cancer center in Lorain County and to St. John West Shore Hospital in neighboring Westlake.  The charity also provides more than 50 percent of blood to the vast University Hospitals Health System and is a large supplier to the Cleveland Clinic.  LifeShare has 10 donation facilities across Northeast Ohio and conducts mobile blood drives year ‘round.
