Elyria – Shortly after giving birth to Madeline Louise, Lorain resident Elizabeth Settle began bleeding uncontrollably and required two blood transfusions.  After being sent home, she began bleeding again and required two more gifts of donated blood at the hospital.
To honor blood donors and bring attention to their importance, Settle, a veteran quilter, is making three quilts out of unique LifeShare blood donation T-shirts to hang in the charity’s donor centers.  
At 3 p.m. on Wednesday October 31 she is putting the finishing touches on them at Quilts and Kreations where she is working on the project.  The workshop is at 101 E. Main Street in South Amherst.

“My friend Penny and I began a T-shirt quilting class in August and the assignment was to choose subject matter we felt strongly about.  It was only six months since the birth and I kept thinking about the kindness of those four people who saved my life and kept me with my girls Maddie and Noelle.  It was a priceless gift to my family.  Making the quilts is part of my personal healing process and a way to demonstrate my appreciation to those caring people who give blood,” said Settle.
Settle is studying business at Lorain County Community College where she also works in Data Entry.
